Course Description

ECO 204 is a rigorous, highly mathematical, case based, intermediate level microeconomics course for second year
Commerce students (University of Toronto, STG). This course will train students to use Excel, real life data, linear
algebra, calculus, and constrained optimization methods (especially Kuhn-Tucker), and Harvard Business School cases
and data to rigorously model consumer choice and behavior; decision making under uncertainty; inter-temporal
consumption and savings; financial portfolio analysis (CAPM); producer choice and behavior; cost analysis; analysis of
competitive firms and markets; analysis of firms and markets with market power; price discrimination; economics of
information; and game theory.
